Mission Statement
The mission of Skyview High School is to create a safe and comprehensive learning environment that prepares students in pursuing their future goals.  Steeped in the arts culture, Skyview will provide a well-rounded education that promotes critical thinking and character building.  Through high expectations, individualized graduation plans, credit recovery, and innovative programs, Skyview blends academic rigor and career opportunities to provide a well balanced education for all students.
Who is the Leona Group?
The Leona Group, L.L.C., was formed in 1996 in Michigan by William Coats, Ph.D., a national leader in public education reform and with a vision of creating a new kind of public school. The Leona Group's mission is to promote choice and competition in public education for all students, including those with special needs, to help them pursue their individual academic goals. 
The Leona Group Michigan, L.L.C., a division of the parent company, was formed to fulfill this mission and, since 1996, has grown from three managed schools to over 32 schools serving over 8,500 students. With its proven track record in Michigan, Leona expanded and opened a second, independent division in Arizona in 1997--The Leona Group Arizona; L.L.C. with 14 high schools, 3 middle schools, and 4 elementary schools serves more than 8,000 students.  Leona Group Arizona owns and operates the largest public charter school system in the state as well as the nation. 
In the Fall 2000, The Leona Group officially moved its corporate headquarters to Phoenix, Arizona, where it oversees the successful operation of all of its public charter schools in Indiana, Michigan, Ohio, Florida, Louisiana and Arizona.  The Leona Group currently has a total of 80 schools nation-wide. 
Admission
Admission to Skyview High School is open to all students ages fourteen to twenty-one, with documentation that they have completed the eighth grade or have reached the age of fourteen.  Students unable to provide eighth grade documentation shall be referred to the school leader’s office for an interview and consideration.
Every effort will be made to accommodate students seeking admission, however, each year the Arizona State Board for Charter Schools limits the number of students who can be enrolled.  When that limit is reached, a waiting list is established based on the students’ pre-enrollment date.  Should two or more students enroll on the same date; the school leader will conduct a lottery to determine the next student to be enrolled.  The waiting list is comprised of two parts for high school students; the first part is for students needing fewer than five (5) credits to graduate.  The second part is for all other students.
Students who wish to enroll in Skyview High School can visit the front office during business hours to obtain an enrollment packet.
Fees
There will be an annual activity fee of $25 per student. This fee is payable within the first week of enrollment.
This year we will provide monthly bus passes to students who wish to purchase them at the cost of $25 per month, which is about half of the cost of a monthly pass if you purchase it directly from Sun Tran.
Enrollment Procedure
1. Complete the “Student Application Packet” (all information must be submitted prior to scheduling the initial student interview and orientation) Please be sure to return the packet first, and then schedule an interview and orientation.
2. Provide the following documentation:
· Birth Certificate
· Copy of Immunization records
· Official Transcripts or Letter of Promotion
· Withdrawal notice from previous school attended
· A copy of legal documentation with respect to custody issues the family may have if applicable.
3. Attend scheduled student/parent interview with administrative personnel.  The student, as well as the parent/guardian must be present at the interview.  Even students eighteen (18) years or older must attend the interview with a parent/guardian present, unless student lives independently. We do this in order to assure that the school’s partnership and communication with parents/guardians is strong and consistent.


Incomplete enrollment packets will not be accepted

When the enrollment packet is completed, the student and the parent/guardian will be scheduled for an interview and orientation at the school.  Failure to complete/bring all documentation will result in the appointment being rescheduled.  The purpose of the interview is to get to know our students and to help us meet their individual needs.  The purpose of the orientation is to acquaint students and parent/guardians with the rules and expectations of Skyview High School.
It is the responsibility of the student to inform the school of any changes that are made regarding home contact information.
Equal Educational and Employment Opportunity
Skyview High School provides a nondiscriminatory learning environment ensuring that all students and staff are free from discrimination regarding race, color, ethnicity, national origin, gender, religion and disabilities. A lack of English language skills will not be a barrier to admission and participation in the vocational education programs of the school.  This commitment extends to all school programs and school sponsored events. In the event a student experienced discrimination the student should report the incident to the school leader within 10 school days. The inability of a student to speak English should not prevent the student from reporting a violation. Every reasonable measure to interpret non-English speakers’ concerns will be taken. Federal law prohibits discrimination on the basis of race, color, national origin, gender, religion or disability. If an alleged incident is not resolved at the school level the complainant may contact Skyview High School’s management company, The Leona Group of Arizona (TLG). The Vice President for Student Services is The Leona Group of Arizona’s compliance officer for Title IX, Title VI, Section 504 and ADA. If a student or family member wishes to contact TLG offices the contact information is 7878 N. 16th Street, Suite 150, Phoenix, AZ 85020. The office phone number is 602-953-2933 and the facsimile is 602-953-0831.

Immunizations
State law requires that all students be current with immunizations to be enrolled in the school setting. This includes the 10 year TD (tetanus/diphtheria).  If a vaccination is due and an exemption is desired, the parent or legal guardian must accompany the student to sign the Arizona School Immunization Record (ASIR) requesting exemption.  A doctor’s written note is required for medical exemptions.
Written proof of immunization must be turned into the office to remain in school.  Call the Pima County Health Clinic for information on free or low cost vaccinations (520-889-9543).  Students may not be enrolled if their immunizations are not current.
Attendance
Skyview High School will adhere to the following attendance requirements for ALL students:
· Mandatory 100% attendance.  
· If a student is absent on any day of the week, he or she is required to attend school on the first Friday following the absence.  
· Students who miss excessive days within a block due to unforeseen circumstances must meet with Principal or Assistant Principal to assist them in meeting their academic and attendance goals for the block.  
· Students who accumulate ten consecutive unexcused absences will be withdrawn from school and must re-enroll.  
· If an illness or emergency occurs that keeps the student from attending school, the parent/guardian must contact the school and give notification of the reason for the absence.  
· When the student returns, he or she is responsible for completing all coursework missed as well as instructional time missed. 
· Students are required to attend 61.5 hours for one class in order to receive 0.5 credits.  Thirty-four (34) instructional days equals 61.5 hours of seat time. 
NOTE:
· Students are not allowed to have more than four (4) “UF’s” (unfunded flex) in a block or they will receive a failing grade.  An “Unfunded Flex” is when a student does not make up their seat time per school policy (first Friday).  Students are required to make up all seat time by the first Friday following an absence.

Block Scheduling
Skyview High School uses a unique block schedule system.  We offer four blocks during the regular school year.  Each block can be 34 to 39 days in length in which students enroll in three or more courses.  At the end of each block, the earned credit is applied to the student’s credit analysis and recorded on the individual transcript.  This system offers the student the motivational advantage of being able to earn a positive reward in a shorter amount of time.  It also allows the student who has fallen behind to recover credits and graduate with his/her cohort class.
Arizona state law requires sixty-one and a half hours of “seat time” (34 days) to receive one-half credit.  Therefore, if a student is absent on any day of the week, he or she is required to attend school and make up all missed time on the first Friday following the absence.  Failure to do so will have an adverse impact on the grade earned in the class and possibly lead to loss of credit.  Student absences will be monitored by the teachers, attendance clerk and administrative staff, and students will be held accountable.  These criteria meet the state requirements for class attendance and earned credit.
Daily Schedule
Skyview High School provides its students with flexibility in scheduling.  Students may be able to choose which time of day they would like to attend school based on the following schedule provided that staff and necessary core classes are available:

Classes are held Monday-Friday.  If you attend Monday-Thursday and have a “C” or better grade in all classes, you don’t have to attend on Fridays! 
The campus will be open at 7:00 a.m. each morning.  Students may wait in the office or designated areas of the campus until the 8:05 am bell indicates that class will soon begin.  At 8:10 am, the bell will signify that classes have begun. To those not in their classroom, this should be regarded as the tardy bell.
A bell will signal the end of each class period and dismissal by each individual teacher.  Students must leave campus at the end of their day unless they are on campus with permission and directly supervised or waiting to see a teacher.

Tardy Policy
· Students need a tardy pass from the office to enter their classroom at any time.  
· Students that are late will need to sign in at the front office and receive a pass before entering their scheduled class. 
· Students who arrive more than 30 minutes late will be required to stay in the office and be marked as an excused absence that will need to be flexed by Friday.
Tardy Consequences:
· 3rd Tardy – Student will be assigned 30 minutes of Community Service to be performed on the assigned date.
· 5th Tardy – Tardy Contract will be implemented and student will be assigned one hour of Community Service to be performed on the assigned date 
· 7th Tardy - Parent contact will be made and student will be assigned 1 ½ hours of Community Service to be performed on the assigned date.
· 8th Tardy- Student must reserve Community Service for a full period on the Friday of the week they acquire the tardy.  If Community Service is not served the student will fail the class but still be required to attend.
(Any community service that is not served as scheduled – parents will be called.  If community service is still not served as scheduled then the student will have further disciplinary action that may include suspension.)
The administrative team reserves the right to provide alternative consequences to students on a case by case basis.
Schedule Changes
There will be no schedule changes except for valid reasons as determined by the administration.
The following are considered valid reasons:  the student has already taken and passed the course, no further credit is needed in this area for graduation, the student wishes to change sessions or the student wishes to drop an optional 4th class prior to four weeks into the class and with permission from administration and parent .

Diplomas will be awarded at the yearly commencement and may be picked up after the commencement ceremony at Skyview High School.
Each year, student achievement will be measured in the areas of Reading, Writing, Math, and Science using Arizona’s Instrument for Measuring Standards (AIMS), as mandated by the state.  In compliance with state law, Skyview requires students graduating to meet or exceed the standards measured by AIMS.
All four-year state universities require students to take the ACT or SAT examination.  Colleges and universities may differ in their requirements for admission and certain colleges within the state universities may require additional courses for admission.
Cooperative Studies
Students have the opportunity to receive elective credit toward graduation if they are employed.  To receive 0.5 credits, the student must work 128 hours per block while enrolled at Skyview High School, attend class daily and maintain a passing grade of “C” or better in all classes.  The student will also be required to complete a cooperative studies evaluation packet reflecting on the work experience.  Students may earn up to two cooperative studies credits per school year and a total 4 credits throughout their academic career. Students interested in receiving cooperative studies credits must submit copies of pay stubs from a legitimate employer to the Student Services office in a timely manner and before the end of the block along with the completed Cooperative Studies Evaluation Packet. Work hours beyond the required 128 will carry-over for one block only.

Contesting Grades
Students and parents have the right to contest grades and grading procedures. The student should first consult with his or her teacher and attempt to resolve the matter.  If a resolution is not made, the student should address the matter with administration. Issuance of grades and grading procedures are local school matters, and every attempt to remedy the situation at the school level should be made.
Parents’ Right to Know
The No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act of 2001 [Section 111 (h) (6)] gives parents the right to request and, in a timely manner/understandable format, receive their child’s assessment data and the qualifications of their child’s classroom teachers. Please contact the Principal to review this information. 
Skyview High School
Title 1 Parent Involvement Policy
A strong partnership between the school and home is essential if a quality educational program is to be provided to all students.  Skyview High School is dedicated to the philosophy that parent involvement is integral to the success of each student.  For this reason, parents are actively recruited as our partners for success.  The parent involvement policy is developed during the Title I Spring Advisory meeting, with parents, for the following year.  The policy will be given to parents at first report card time.  In order for parents to understand the policy the document is written as simply as possible.
In the fall, an Open House is held to introduce parents to Skyview High School and its School-wide program.  Parents are informed of the many opportunities for involvement, such as school conferences, the NCLB and NCA committees, the Parent School Compact, and the Parent Involvement Policy.  They also meet the principals and teacher teams to further ease the transition to high school.
In meetings, parents learn that an annual meeting will be held to inform parents of the school's participation in the Title I program, and to explain the requirements of the program and parents' rights.  They learn that:
· Parent meetings and conferences can be held at different times during the day.
· Title I funds may be used to pay reasonable and necessary expenses associated with parent involvement activities; including transportation and childcare costs, or home visit expenses to enable parents to participate in school related meetings and training sessions.
· Parents will be involved in the planning, review, and improvement of Skyview High School's Title I program and Title I policy and Parent Involvement Policy.  Parents will have the opportunity to be a part of the Fall and Spring Site Council meetings.  Also, parents are always invited to Site Council/NCLB meetings advertised in the newsletter which is mailed home to all families, and posted throughout the school.
· 
Skyview High School will provide parents with timely information about the Title I program.  Skyview High School's newsletters, notes on report cards, calendars, and minutes from the site based meetings will give current information.
· Skyview High School will provide parents with a description and explanation of the curriculum used, the forms of academic assessment used to measure student progress and proficiency levels, and levels students are expected to meet in the form of the Stanford 10, AIMS, and AZELLA scores. These can be explained by teachers in a conference, or by administrators.  
· If requested by parents, Skyview High School will provide appropriate parent participation opportunities for regular meetings to formulate suggestions in decisions relating to a student's education.  These can be individual parent conferences, or group meetings to discuss issues that pertain to all students.
· The Parent-School Compact, signed during the enrollment conference by the student, parent, and principal, will outline how everyone will share in the responsibility for improved student achievement. 
· If needed Skyview High School will provide assistance in understanding the state's academic content standards, the state student achievement standards, and the local assessments through the use of teachers, academic advisors, technology, and training as necessary.
· They can monitor their child's progress and improve the achievement.
· Skyview High School will ensure that information relating to school meetings, parent programs, and associated activities will be sent to participating children in a form and language that parents can understand.
· Academic Advisors, ESL teachers, principals, and special education teachers will be available when required.
Parent Conduct
Skyview High School requires its staff to represent our students and community with dignity, respect, and pride at all times.  Parents are highly encouraged to do the same when visiting campus and at all school functions, events, and activities.  Appropriate language, dress, communication, and support are expectations of all Skyview community members.
Inclusive Education Philosophy
Skyview High School embraces the philosophy of full inclusion, believing that special education students can best be educated in the regular classroom.  Our teachers accept full responsibility for all students in their classroom applying modifications and accommodations, while adjusting teaching techniques and classroom activities to meet the unique learning abilities of all students.  Special education staff supports the regular classroom teacher with this process.  There are not two distinctly different types of students, e.g. “special” and “regular.”  All students are individuals with their own unique set of physical, intellectual and psychological characteristics that

 influence their instructional needs.  There are no two discrete sets of instructional methods - one set for “special” students and another for “regular” students.  Differentiated learning programs are designed to meet the needs of each student regardless of their abilities.
English Language Development
Arizona law requires that students with a home language other than English be assessed for proficiency in oral language, reading comprehension, and written communication.  Based on the results of the AZELLA assessment, students may be placed in the English Language Development program designed to aid them in acquiring English.  Students in need of English Language assistance will be placed on and Individual Language Learner Plan (ILLP).  The ILLP will be reviewed and modified once a block and after yearly AZELLA testing.
Program for English Language Learners
The English Language Learner (ELL) Program provides students with an equal opportunity to complete an academically rigorous high school program with challenging, yet comprehensive, instruction in all content areas.  Student diversity is addressed through a variety of services including Sheltered English Immersion (SEI) instruction and Mainstream content classes.  The ELL program allows ELL students to achieve English proficiency in a supportive environment which emphasizes learning English in context rather than in isolation.  Skyview High School's administrative staff and teachers of English Language Learners are trained in Sheltered Instruction Observation Protocol (SIOP), a set of research-based strategies to assist in planning and delivering effective lessons for English Language Learners.
Special Education
All students possess unique physical, intellectual and cognitive characteristics which influence instruction. Skyview High School seeks to maximize the potential of all students regardless of ability. Every newly enrolled child at Skyview High School undergoes a 45 day screening process to monitor for potential physical, cognitive or emotional disabilities. If a student enrolls at Skyview High School with active or expired special education documentation, the student’s records are immediately provided to the special education coordinator. 
If a student is perceived to have a disability, or documentation indicates that the student has received services, the special education coordinator may discuss further action needed with staff and the student’s family. 
If parents perceive that their child is not benefiting from general education services, they may request, at no cost, an evaluation of their child’s cognitive and intellectual ability.  
The special education coordinator, in conjunction with school staff, will review requests and respond to parents in a timely manner, in accordance with the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA). If an evaluation is warranted, the school will provide complete results within 60 calendar days of a written request.  Students and families 

have the right to appeal decisions made by the staff of Skyview High School.  Appeals or grievances will be directed to the School Leader. 
Students who are eligible for special education services will receive the appropriate instruction in the least restrictive environment with the full implementation of their Individualized Education Plan (IEP).  
Students who receive their education with guidance from an Individualized Education Program may benefit from range of scheduling options and small group instruction. The certified special education coordinator serves as a consultative service to the general education teacher to ensure that appropriate levels of instruction, accommodations or modifications are provided.  Students and families who disagree with program or placement options may, in writing, file a grievance with the school leader.  The school leader will review all concerns and respond in a timely manner. If a student or family member disagrees with a school based decision, the student or family member may contact the school’s management company, The Leona Group of Arizona. TLG’s director of special education will attempt to resolve grievances. 
Parents have the right to review educational records according to the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA).
At this time, Arizona law requires all special education students to participate in taking the AIMS test.
Family Education Rights and Privacy Act
The Family Education Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) give families and majority age students rights to their education records.  Among these rights are the right to inspect and review a student’s education records within 45 days of the day the school receives a request for access, the right to an amendment of the student’s educational records that the student believes to be inaccurate or misleading and the right to consent to disclosures of personally identifiable information contained in the student’s education records, except to the extent that FERPA authorizes disclosure without consent.  If a family or majority age student wishes to file a complaint alleging a FERPA violation, he or she should first contact the school leader.  If a reasonable solution is not made at the school level, the family member or majority age student may contact the school’s management company, The Leona Group of Arizona.  The Vice President for Academic Services will review the complaint and attempt to resolve the situation with the complainant.  The complainant has the right to file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Education concerning alleged failures by the school concerning the FERPA. 
Rights of Families and Students in Transition
Skyview High School provides an educational environment that treats all students with dignity and respect.  Every student in transition shall have access to the same free and appropriate educational opportunities as students who are not in transition.  This commitment to the educational rights of children and youth in transition, and 

unaccompanied youth, applies to all services, programs, and activities provided or made available.
A student may be considered eligible for services as a “Homeless Child or Youth” under the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act if he or she is presently living:
· In a shelter, temporary shared housing, or transitional living program
· In a hotel/motel, campground, or similar situation due to lack of alternatives
· At a bus station, park, car, or abandoned building
· In temporary or transitional foster care placement 
According to the McKinney-Vento Homeless Act, eligible students have rights to:
· Immediate enrollment:  Documentation and immunization records cannot serve as a barrier to the enrollment in school.
· School Selection:  McKinney-Vento eligible students have a right to select from the following schools:
· The school he/she attended when permanently housed (School of Origin)
· The school in which he/she was last enrolled (School of Origin)
· The school in the attendance area in which the student currently resides (School of Residency)
· Remain enrolled in his/her selected school for the duration of homelessness, or until the academic year upon which they are permanently housed.
· Participate in Programs for which they are eligible, including Title I, National School Lunch Program, Head Start, Even Start, etc.
· Transportation Services:  A McKinney-Vento eligible student attending his/her School of Origin has a right to transportation to and from the School of Origin.
· Dispute Resolution:  If you disagree with school officials about enrollment, transportation, or fair treatment of a child or youth in transition, you may file a complaint with the school district.  The school district must respond and attempt to resolve it quickly.  During the dispute, the student must be immediately enrolled in the school and provided transportation until the matter is resolved.  The Families in Transition Liaison will assist you in making decisions, providing notice of any appeal process, and filling out dispute forms.

Student Dress Code
NO BACKPACKS / OVERSIZE BAGS
Backpacks or oversized bags are not allowed on campus without administrative approval.
· Students are required to follow the dress code at all times while on campus, including during after school activites/events.
· Students will wear clothing of mixed colors, avoiding outfits of one solid color.  This includes blue jeans with a solid blue shirt.
· Shoe laces may not depict, display or represent gangs, drugs, violence or racial negativity.  Dress shoes may have white, black or brown laces.
· Hair- Length of hair is not an issue, except when it obstructs vision of student’s eyes.  If student’s eyes are not in full sight, parent will be contacted and student will be required to cut hair in order for his/her vision to not be obstructed, and for teachers and administrators to see their entire eyes clearly.  
· Sports jerseys, pajamas and slippers are to be left at home.
· Short skirts, short shorts, netted shirts, half-shirts, see-through clothing, low-cut tops, and garments that expose the back or midriff are inappropriate for school and are to be left at home.  Shorts and skirts must reach tip of longest finger.
· All straps on all shirts, dresses and tops must be at least 3 inches wide.  Muscle-tees and tank tops are inappropriate for school and are to be left at home.
· All students will refrain from wearing any type of headwear while on campus, at lunch, or any off campus activities.  This includes but is not limited to; bandanas, hats, du-rags, hoods, hairnets and rollers, etc.
· Sunglasses may only be worn outside of school buildings.
· Gang associated clothing and symbols on clothing, belts, etc., as determined by the administration and staff, are strictly forbidden.
· All students will refrain from wearing sagging, baggy clothing, or low pants. Undergarments should not be exposed.  If pants are not tight at the waist, a belt must be worn.
· Giant or oversized tee-shirts must be tucked in.
· Clothing or jewelry which depicts profanity, vulgarity, drugs, alcohol or violence related pictures, writing and logos are strictly forbidden.
· Undergarments and midriffs are to remain covered at all times.  Failure to comply will result in the student having to wear a school provided "cover shirt" or they will not be allowed into class.  
· All students will refrain from wearing clothing with the following numbers: 8, 13, 69, 420, 520 or any other piece of clothing with numbers deemed inappropriate by the administration or staff. 
· Students are expected to follow the dress code at all times while on the campus.  Parents will be required to bring clothing to their student if the student’s attire is distracting or disruptive to the school environment as determined by the administration.  Offenders will not be allowed in class.
School Rules and Expectations
Academic Integrity
The faculty and staff value academic integrity.  Any form of plagiarism, cheating, dishonesty or deception that unfairly or improperly enhances a grade on an assignment, project or exam will not be tolerated.  Skyview High School’s Academic Integrity policy is as follows:
· 
A student caught cheating on any class assignment (to include an exam, major class project, or term paper) will receive a zero grade on the assignment with no opportunity to make up the assignment.  Parents/Guardians will be notified by the teacher.
· A student caught cheating a second time will receive a zero grade on the assignment with no opportunity to make up the assignment.  A mandatory conference with parents/guardians will take place and the student will be placed on a behavior contract. 
· A student caught cheating on any class assignment a third time will automatically fail the class and a conference will be held with parents/guardians to review the student’s enrollment status. 
Closed Campus
Skyview High School is a closed campus.  As such, once a student arrives in the general vicinity of our facility, i.e., in front of the school, they may not leave.  (Visiting surrounding business places students out of sight and causes them to lose the protection afforded by our staff.)  Any student leaving the building/campus without permission is considered truant.  Any student who becomes ill or has an emergency must report to the office for administrative permission prior to being allowed to sign out.  Students under 18 years of age will have their parent/guardian contacted prior to being  signed out.  As with any school, the parking lot is a legal part of the school.  Because of our unique location within a strip mall, our parking lot is defined as the entire parking lot area west of Pantano Road and south of Wrightstown Road.  
Prescription Medication
Prescribed medication must be in its original, labeled container and checked in at the front desk by the parent/guardian to be kept under lock and key.  Medication will be dispensed according to the doctor's written instructions and the "Individual Student Medication Record" will be appropriately annotated. When necessary, provisions may be made for students to carry asthma inhalers when accompanied by a doctor's note.  
Drug Free School Zone
Skyview High School is a posted drug-free school zone.  For your safety and the safety of others, any actions involving the possession, use, or sale or transfer of any type of drug, alcohol, or other controlled substances will result in notification to the authorities and a possible long-term suspension or expulsion from Skyview High School.
Eating and Drinking
Food and drink are permitted in the classrooms at Skyview High School (except for science classrooms and computer labs) at the discretion of the individual teachers.  It is not only the responsibility of all students to clean up after themselves with their food and drink…..it is our expectation. 
Electronic Devices
Students are permitted to bring personal electronic devices to school for use before school, during lunch, and after school.  All electronic devices must be turned off during instructional time, even if students are outside the physical confines of their classroom.  For phones, this means completely OFF not just on vibrate!   Students who violate this policy will have the device confiscated with the following consequences:  

· 1st offense:  The device will be kept for the rest of that day, after which time a parent /guardian must pick up the device from an administrator.
· 2nd offense:  The device will be kept for one calendar week, after which time a parent /guardian must pick up the device from an administrator.
· 3rd offense:   The device will be kept until the Christmas or summer break, after which time the student or a parent /guardian may pick up the device from an administrator.


Gambling
Students will refrain from all forms of gambling while on campus. 
Gang-Free Zone
Skyview High School is a gang-free zone and will not tolerate any type of gang activity, association, or representation on campus.  This includes hand signs, gang related clothing (colors, belt buckles, t-shirts, bandanas, and emblems), photographs, stickers, writings and graffiti on personal belongings.  Gang related tattoos must be covered.  
Litter-Free Zone
Students are expected to act responsibly and throw trash in trash cans and assist the staff of Skyview when requested in keeping the campus clean.
Peaceful Resolutions to Conflict
Fighting or “Bullying” on our campus or school related areas such as bus stops or adjacent buildings will not be tolerated.  If a student anticipates a problem of any kind which may lead to a fight, he or she should contact the administration or an adult staff member immediately.  Fighting or “Bullying” on or near campus or a school-sponsored event will result in notification to the authorities and a possible long-term suspension or expulsion from Skyview High School.
Personal/Emergency Phone Calls
Students are not allowed to receive personal phone calls during class hours.  Emergency calls from parents/guardians should be directed to the front desk (even if during class) and students will be notified immediately.
Respect and Responsibility
Students are expected to speak and behave in a respectful and responsible manner at all times while enrolled at Skyview High School.   Disrespect to teachers, staff-members, guests and fellow students will not be tolerated.  This means students may not use racist, sexist or obscene language, writing, images and gestures on campus. 
Vandalism-Free Zone
Vandalism is forbidden.  Any destruction of school property by a student will be reported to the authorities and may result in a long-term suspension or expulsion.  Restitution is the financial responsibility of the parent/guardian.
Vehicle Parking
It is strongly recommended that all students park in the area directly in front of the main entrance to the school for security reasons.  The school is not responsible for any vehicles in the parking area.
Weapon-Free Zone
For your safety and the safety of others, weapons and other dangerous items are not allowed on campus.  This includes replicas and look-alikes.  Possession of a dangerous weapon will result in notification to the authorities and a possible long-term suspension or expulsion from Skyview High School.
Tobacco Policy
By law, students, regardless of age, are not allowed to possess any tobacco products on school property. This includes matches and/or lighters.  Please be 

advised that disciplinary action will be taken against students using or possessing tobacco products on campus, which includes all areas of the campus, parking lot and bus stops.  
Bullying, Harassment and Discrimination
Bullying, harassment and discrimination are disruptive to the educational process and therefore, are unacceptable behaviors at Skyview High School.  The administration of Skyview is committed to conducting a prompt and equitable investigation of every complaint of bullying, harassment and discrimination.
Bullying is a form of harassment and, for the purposes of this policy, are defined as the repeated intimidation of students by the real or threatened infliction of physical, verbal, written, electronically transmitted, or emotional abuse, or through attacks on the property of another. It may include, but not be limited to actions such as verbal taunts, name-calling and put-downs, including ethnically based or gender-based verbal put downs, and extortion of money or possessions. 
Students who engage in any act of bullying while at school, at any school function, in connection to or with any District sponsored activity or event, or while en route to or from school are subject to disciplinary action, up to and including suspension or expulsion. Law enforcement officials shall be notified of bullying incidents, as required by law.
Reporting
It is the policy of Skyview High School to encourage student targets of harassment and students who have first-hand knowledge of such harassment to report such claims. Students should report incidents to any teacher or school administrator.
Every individual who believes that he or she has been harassed, bullied or discriminated against has the right to file a complaint, present their allegations to a school administrator, and to bring witnesses and exhibits in support of his or her allegations. 
Every individual against whom a complaint of discrimination or harassment is brought under these policies has the right to present his or her side of the story to a school administrator, and to bring witnesses and exhibits on his or her own behalf.
Any Skyview High School employee, who witnesses, overhears or receives a report, formal or informal, written or oral, of harassment at school or during school-sponsored activities shall report any harassment to the principal or the principal’s designee. The report should be filed as soon as possible. 
If the report involves discrimination or harassment by the school principal, the reporter shall make the report directly to Skyview High School’s management company, The Leona Group of Arizona.  The Vice President for Academic Support Services is The Leona Group of Arizona’s compliance officer for Title IX, Title VI, Section 504 and the ADA.  If a student or family member wishes to contact TLG offices, the contact address is 7878 N. 16th Street, Suite 150, Phoenix, Arizona  85020.  The office phone number is 602-953-2933 and the facsimile is 602-953-0831.  

Under certain circumstances, alleged harassment may constitute child abuse or other criminal violation under state law. The statutory obligation to report a suspected crime, therefore, may be applicable.
Privacy
Complaints will be kept confidential to the extent possible given the need to investigate and act on investigative results.
Investigation of Discrimination/Harassment
When informed of a discriminatory harassment complaint, the principal must immediately initiate an investigation, either by conducting an investigation personally, or by appointing a designee. 
If the principal has a potential conflict of interest, he or she must refer the matter immediately to Equal Education Opportunity officer (hereafter EEO), the Vice President for Academic Support Services for The Leona Group of Arizona (See Equal Educational and Employment Opportunity, page 5).
If the principal conducts the investigation, the investigation shall be completed and a notification report of the investigation’s findings forwarded to the complainant and the respondent (with a copy to the EEO Officer) within 10 school days of the original complaint. If the principal declines to conduct the investigation, the principal has 10 school days from the date of the complaint to forward the complaint to the EEO Compliance Officer for the Leona Group of Arizona.
If the investigation is referred to the EEO Compliance Officer for handling, the Compliance Officer will conduct the investigation within a reasonable period of time, generally within 30 school days of the complaint. 
Skyview High School and the Leona Group, Arizona, however, reserve the right to reasonably extend the timeline, with notice to the complainant, as to the reason for the delay. The Compliance Officer will report the outcome of the investigation to both the complainant and the respondent in writing.
Appeal of Discrimination/Harassment
If the principal conducts the investigation, and either the complainant or respondent is dissatisfied with the principal’s findings, they may appeal the principal’s findings to the EEO Officer for review. The appeal must be filed within 10 school days after receipt of the principal’s written findings. The EEO Compliance Officer will issue a final decision within 20 school days. The Compliance Officer’s decision on the appeal is final. 
If the EEO Officer conducts the initial investigation, and either the complainant or respondent is dissatisfied with the EEO Officer’s findings, they may petition the EEO Compliance officer for reconsideration of the decision. The appeal must be filed within 5 school days of the receipt of the decision. The Compliance Officer will have 30 school days in which to affirm or rescind the earlier decision. The Compliance Officer’s decision on the appeal is final. 
Mediation
Whenever possible, an attempt should be made to resolve the Complainant’s

 concerns through the more informal process of mediation. An administrator should contact the EEO Compliance Officer to determine whether mediation is appropriate for the issues at hand.
School District Action
If the investigation finds a violation of Skyview High School policy regarding Bullying, Harassment and Discrimination, the district shall take disciplinary and/or remedial action as appropriate in order to ensure that further harassment does not occur. Such action may include, but is not limited to: counseling, awareness training, mediation, parent-teacher conferences, warning, suspension or expulsion of a student, and counseling, awareness training, transfer, suspension and/or termination of an employee.
Appeal
A person judged to be in violation of the policy on student harassment and subject to action under it may appeal the determination and/or the action taken. 
The appeal shall proceed in accordance with School District policy governing discipline of students and with legal due process requirements.
Notification
The complainant and respondent shall be notified whether allegations of discrimination or harassment were found to be valid, whether a violation of school policy occurred, and whether action was taken as a result.
SKYVIEW HIGH SCHOOL
INTERNET USE POLICY
The Internet is a global electronic information infrastructure.  It is a network of networks used by educators, business, government, the military, organizations and private individuals.  In schools and libraries, the Internet can be used to educate, inform, communicate, and entertain.  As a learning resource, the Internet is similar to books, magazines, video, CD-ROM, and other information sources.  In all respects, it is our “Virtual Library.”
SKYVIEW is offering some Internet usage.  We believe this usage will offer access to vast, diverse, and unique resources.  Our goal in providing this service is to promote educational excellence by facilitating resource sharing, innovation, collaboration, and communication. 
Users are advised that e-mail and/or Internet correspondence is not privileged or confidential.  Communication may be monitored by the administration to ensure that Internet use is in support of school goals. 
Users:
· Have the privilege to access the Internet and to exchange information, only with teacher approval.
· Have a conditional privilege to request newsgroups from the Internet in order to facilitate real-time learning with members on the network.  Students are responsible for getting approval from their teachers for all subscriptions to newsgroups, lists-servers and similar files. 
· 
have the conditional privilege to send e-mail to any member on the Internet: 
· are expected to use appropriate language that is not offensive or embarrassing to the school and to abide by all rules of etiquette. 
· must use their student account in support of their education and consistent with the educational objectives of SKYVIEW. 
· will not create a BIOS password on any Leona machine. 
· are not authorized to use teacher/staff-designated computers. 
While exercising privileges to use the Internet as an educational resource, users shall also monitor and accept the responsibility for all material received. 
Users have the responsibility to maintain the integrity of the electronic mail system and to be responsible for all mail received under their user account.  Users have the responsibility to report violations of privacy to an Internet supervisor. 
Users may not knowingly receive electronic mail containing pornographic material, inappropriate information, or text-encoded files that are potentially dangerous to the integrity of the hardware on school premises.  Users must report all inappropriate materials (solicited or unsolicited) to their teacher. 
All files and programs on the computer belong to someone.  Users may not modify, erase, rename, or make unusable anyone else's files or programs. 
Users have the responsibility to keep copyrighted software of any kind from entering the school via the Internet.  Users have the responsibility of keeping all pornographic material, inappropriate text files, or files dangerous to the integrity of the network from entering the school via the Internet. 
Users may not modify, copy, or transfer any software provided by the school, faculty, or another student without permission from the originator. 
Users may not copy copyrighted software.  It is generally illegal to copy any software that has a copyright.  The use of illegally copied software is considered a criminal offense and is subject to criminal prosecution. 
Users:
· may not intentionally introduce a computer virus. 
· may not deliberately use the computer to annoy or harass others.  For example: making accessible any obscene, abusive, or threatening messages is not allowed. 
· may not intentionally damage the system, damage information not belonging to the user, misuse system sources, or allow others to misuse system sources. 
· may not tamper with equipment except as specifically directed by the teacher.
· may not use the network for financial or commercial gain. 
Users must stay within the file size limits defined by the facilitator of the network. 
Users are expected to abide by the generally accepted rules of network etiquette.  These include the following:
· Be polite.  Do not write or send abusive messages to others. 
· Use appropriate language.  Do not swear, use vulgarities or any other
· 
 inappropriate language. 
· Do not reveal a personal address or phone number or those of students. 
· Note that e-mail is not guaranteed to be private.  People who operate the system do have access to all mail.  Messages relating to or in support of illegal activities may be reported to the authorities. 
· Assume that all communications and information accessible via the network are private property. 
· Keep paragraphs and messages short and to the point. 
· Use the "subject" line, and make it as descriptive as possible. 
· Include your signature at the bottom of e-mail messages.  Your signature footer should include your name, position or grade level, school, and Internet address. 
· Capitalize words only to highlight an important point or to distinguish a title or heading. 
· *Asterisks* surrounding a word also can be used to make a stronger point.  Capitalizing whole words that are not titles is generally termed as SHOUTING! Limit line length and avoid control characters. 
Users are not to use the network for wasteful or frivolous purposes such as playing network games. 
Users may use the Internet to participate in distance learning activities, to ask questions of and consult with experts, to communicate with other students and individuals, and to locate material to meet their educational and personal information needs.  School library media specialists and teachers have a professional responsibility to work together to help students develop the intellectual skills needed to discriminate among information sources, to identify information appropriate to their age and developmental levels, and to evaluate and use information to meet educational goals. 
With worldwide access to computers and people also comes the availability of material that may not be considered of educational value in the context of the school setting.  On a global network, it is impossible to control all materials, and a user may discover controversial information.  SKYVIEW believes that the educational value of information and the interaction available on this worldwide network both outweigh the risks that users may procure material that is not consistent with the educational goals of the school.  One of the school's goals is to support students in the responsible use of this vast reservoir of information. 
Users, in addition to the above outlined uses:
· have the privilege to access the Internet to facilitate educational growth in technology, information gathering skills, and communication skills.  Users have the privilege to use the following methods for retrieving information: file transfer protocol (FTP), telnet, World Wide Web (www), and e-mail. 
· have a conditional (requires approval) privilege to request newsgroups from the Internet in order to facilitate real-time learning with members on the network.  They have the conditional privilege to sign up for lists on the Internet. 
· 
have the privilege to send e-mail according to the SKYVIEW Internet Policy.  They also have the responsibility to control their language so it is not offensive, or embarrassing to the school, and to abide by all user responsibilities and rules of network etiquette. 
Misuse of Privileges and Consequences
Users are held responsible for their actions and activity, as outlined above.  Unacceptable use of the network will result in the suspension of all user privileges indefinitely.  Reinstatement of privileges will be made at the discretion of the School Leader. 
Course Descriptions
(Course offerings are determined by enrollment) 
LANGUAGE ARTS
English 9A and B
This course is designed to allow the students to use multiple tactics to gain a better understanding of the English language. The emphasis of this course will be the study of speech, grammar, writing, and reading through many different forms of literature and writing. The students will participate in some pre-writing assignments to assess their individual levels. The students will expand their knowledge base through reading and writing in different formats. The students will demonstrate higher order thinking skills to include knowledge, comprehension, application, analysis, synthesis, and evaluation. 
English 10A and B
This course will place emphasis on the study of world literature, writing and grammar, as well as the student’s personal connection to the real world through the use of these skills. This course will extend knowledge, comprehension and ability to view, listen, speak, and read and write more effectively with multicultural sensitivity. Students will demonstrate competence in their oral and written expression through both formal and informal presentations for assessment. Students will utilize analytical and critical thinking in relating studies to their personal experiences and real life.
Multicultural Literature 
This course will explore literature by authors of various cultures and ethnicities. In addition to the reading, students will also be working on their writing skills by completing daily writing assignments and by also completing a term project in which they write their own autobiography using the skills learned in their daily writing lessons. Students who successfully complete this course will earn a half credit of English 10A or an elective credit.
Mythology-Reading Emphasis
Students who successfully complete this course will earn a half credit of tenth grade English or an elective credit. Students will study mythology from different cultures and time periods and relate the themes of the stories to present day society. This course follows the state standards for English 10A.
English 11A and B
These courses cover American Literature from the earliest literature of the Native Americans through the modern day. Students will read and analyze literature, define genre such as documents, journals, and various forms of essays, and become familiar with a number of literary concepts, terms, and forms. Writing assignments include, but are not limited to: a compare/contrast essay, journals and diaries, documents, personal narratives, and literary analysis.
American Literature
Students will read and analyze short stories, essays, and poetry written by American authors. Students will recognize and define literary concepts, terms, and forms. Writing assignments include, but are not limited to: a daily journal, poetry, descriptive, comparative, and argumentative essays, and literary analysis. This course satisfies the requirements for English 11A.
Native American and Southwest Literature
This course explores Native American myths, legends, and related historical documents as well as short stories, poetry, and novels written by contemporary Native American authors. Students will learn and define literary concepts such as symbolism and allegory and complete various essays. This course satisfies the requirements for English 11A.
English 12A and B
This course explores early and contemporary British Literature including short stories, essays, and poetry by authors from Britain and the British Colonies. Students will read and analyze a novel and will explore related literary concepts and terms. Writing assignments include, but are not limited to: a daily journal, argumentative and comparative essays, definition, poetry, and a research project.
British Literature – Reading Emphasis
Students will explore both early and contemporary British literature using a variety of genre. Students will develop their writing skills through daily grammar work, journals, and writing assignments related to the readings. Assessment will consist of daily assignments, weekly quizzes of the readings and spelling words, group projects, an individual research project, three unit examinations, and a final examination. This course satisfies the requirements for English 12A.
Note: All English “B” courses require the completion of a research paper and may not be substituted.  All 9th grade students must take both English 9A and English 9B.
SOCIAL STUDIES
US/AZ History A
This course is the first section of U.S. History. It covers approximately half of the Arizona State Standards concerning U.S. History. In this course students will explore and analyze significant trends, topics, ideas, events, people, and themes throughout  the first century of the United States’ existence stretching from before the independence movement until the brink of the Civil War. In addition, students will also learn about the various indigenous populations present in North America. 

US/AZ History B
This course is the second section of U.S. History. It covers approximately half of the Arizona State Standards concerning U.S. History. In this course students will explore and analyze significant trends, topics, ideas, events, people, and themes after the first century of the United States’ existence stretching from the Civil War to modern times. In addition, students will also learn about Arizona’s path to statehood.
American Government 
This course is designed to provide the student with a basic understanding of the foundation and the organization of government. Emphasis is placed on the philosophical and historical roots of American government, principles and types of government, the three branches of government, and state and local government in Arizona. Students will develop the requisite knowledge and skills for informed, responsible participation in public life. 

Economics
In this course students will cover the basics of economics, micro and macro economics, global economics, as well as, personal finance. It is the goal of this class to provide students with a basic understanding of monetary systems and their roles within them. Students will be expected to develop the skills necessary for analyzing and evaluating various economic systems and be able to translate these skills in to real world applications.
MATHEMATICS
Algebra 1A
Students in this course will be introduced to algebraic concepts and will develop evaluation and analysis skills. These concepts include problem solving, linear equations and inequalities, and operations with polynomials. Algebra 1A combines concepts learned in previous math courses and displays how they are related in a specific context.
Algebra 1B
This course is a continued investigation into the concepts introduced in Algebra 1A with an emphasis on graphing and solving linear equations and inequalities to include systems. Additional concepts include sets, direct variation, and factoring quadratics using various techniques to include the quadratic formula.
Geometry A
Students in this course will study principles of geometry with integrated material to help recognize the presence of this facet of mathematics in everyday life. Some topics covered in this course include ordered pairs, one-dimensional figures, logic statements, angles, lines, polygons, transformations, triangle congruence, and measurement formulas. Students will also have the opportunity to work hands-on with the use of manipulatives and constructions.
Geometry B
This course is a continuance of Geometry A with further investigations into the concepts that have been introduced. Some students will learn how to use two-dimensional settings to represent three-dimensional figures and how to calculate the lateral area, surface area, and volume of these figures. Other topics include the distance and midpoint formulas, circles, size changes, similar figures, and an introduction into trigonometry.
Algebra 2A/B
These courses extend the concepts learned in previous algebra courses. Topics include fractional and negative exponents, quadratic equations, problem-solving, and a further introduction to trigonometry. This course is designed to prepare students for college level mathematics and meets university admission requirements. 

Trigonometry 1
Trigonometry is a higher level math course that incorporates the previous math content learned in Geometry including sign, co-sign, and tangent functions and right triangular geometry. 

SCIENCE
Earth Science A
This lab science class will introduce scientific processes and reasoning and cover topics relating to the Earth. The class will examine the three major rock types and discuss their depositional environments and learn about the formation of the Earth and its structure. Students will learn how to interpret geologic events, as well as discover how these events affect geologic history. Students will investigate the theory of plate tectonics and determine how this relates to earthquakes, mountain building and volcanism.
Earth Science B
This lab science course will reinforce the methods and practices of scientific reasoning, as well as introduce the students to geomorphology and astronomy.  Topics to be covered in this class will be the processes of the Earth's surface from erosion to mass wasting, the Earth's water cycle, the effects of the oceans, atmosphere and topography on weather and climate. Students will investigate the Earth's natural resources with a specific focus on Arizona. They will be made aware of the Earth's place in the solar system; focusing on the formation and processes of the solar system as well as study star life cycles, the Big Bang Theory and how these subjects relate to the galaxy.
Integrated Science A/B
This course assists students in developing an understanding of theories and ideas associated with biological, physical sciences through relevant investigation. Students will formulate questions; make predictions; plan experiments; make observations; interpret, and analyze data; draw conclusions; and communicate findings.  Emphasis shall be placed on advanced development and use of reasoning, scientific analysis, and oral and written expression of findings.
Biology A 
This lab science course covers topics including: using the scientific method in the study of life, the structure and function of the cell, viruses and bacteria, genetics and human heredity, vertebrate anatomy and human biology. Students will gain a foundation in the theories, laws, and facts of biology as a science. They will investigate practical and theoretical problems concerning cells and human physiology by analyzing models and actual cells and cell processes.
Biology B
This lab science course studies the science of biology from both an evolutionary and ecological standpoint. Students will gain a foundation in the understanding of the diversity and complexity of life on earth and the network of interrelationships between living and non-living things. Topics included will be: taxonomy and the history of life forms, microscopic and macroscopic life forms, and the nature of ecological relationships and how these affect adaptation, variation, and diversity among species.
Conceptual Physics A and B
This physics lab science course will give students an opportunity to learn the basic laws of motion, momentum, energy, as well as the principles of electricity and magnetism. Students will demonstrate their knowledge of these concepts by participating in hands-on learning labs such as building model airplanes or roller coasters. 
Chemistry A
This laboratory science class will focus on the fundamentals of chemistry such as matter, chemical nomenclature, history of the atom and atomic structure, as well as the different types of chemical bonding.  They will learn about early efforts to classify elements and their properties and relate that to the modern periodic table. Students will also be able to predict compound formation, distinguish between mixtures, solutions, compounds, and elements.  Students will be exposed to metric conversions, problem solving techniques, study skills, and laboratory skills.
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Biology or Earth Science and Algebra 1A & 1B
Chemistry B
Building on Chemistry A topics, students will determine the nature and types of chemical reactions, balance chemical equations, and understand how chemical quantities and stoichiometry works.  Students will learn about the Kinetic Theory of Matter, how gases behave as well as make distinctions between acids and bases and how they react.  If time permits students will be exposed to oxidation-reduction reactions and the basics of organic chemistry.  Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Chemistry A or 1st semester chemistry at another school.

FINE ARTS – CAREER & TECHNICAL EDUCATION
ART I
Art I is a course designed for beginning art students wanting to improve drawing skills and understanding of the Elements of Design.  Art I focuses particularly on the art element value as students will explore black and white media such as graphite, charcoal, white charcoal, and pen and ink through the study of art vocabulary, brief art history and photography.  

ART II
Art II is a course designed for the beginning level art student wanting to expand on their knowledge of the Element of Design acquired in Art I.  Students will further their art vocabulary, study color theory, and a variety of color media such as soft pastel, colored pencil, and oil pastel through the study of brief art history and photography.  Students will also study linear perspective, the relationship between objects and light, as well as the Principles of Design.

ART III
Art III is a course designed for the student wanting to further expand on the vocabulary media and techniques studied in Art I and II.  Art III begins with the study of portraiture, and continues to explore art elements and principles. Students will be able to recognize art elements and principles, solve design problems and creatively express their ideas. Students are required to use their own photography and a variety of resources, and begin to build an online professional portfolio to be updated and improved throughout the course and school year.

ART IV (painting a)
Art IV (painting a) is a class designed for the serious art student.  Art IV focuses only on painting techniques in a variety of painting styles and media.  Students will explore color theory using acrylic paint in an in-depth and extensive project, then move on to portraiture using black and white oil paint.  Students will continue to update their online portfolio as they complete each project.


ART IV (painting b)
Painting B focuses on oil painting techniques and the understanding of color theory and art elements and principles.  Students will explore techniques through a series of projects including still lives and landscapes.  Students are also given the opportunity to explore mixed media techniques group projects, and expand on their creative process. Online portfolios will continue to be updated.

ART V
Art V (advanced art) is designed for the student wanting to further art in college or as a career.  Art V students are given creative freedom to use the media and techniques of their choice for each project, however they are expected to solve problems and communicate effectively through their artwork. Art V focuses on building and perfecting the artist’s professional portfolio.  Art V can be repeated throughout the student’s high school career once all prerequisites have been met.

VIDEO PRODUCTION
Video production is a small class focusing on filming editing and producing the Skyview Morning Show. Students will learn to use iMovie and Final Cut Studio to create professional quality videos with the purpose of effectively communicating the morning announcements. In addition to the Morning Show, each student is responsible for producing, editing and filming their own short film to be shown at the Skyview Film Festival. Video Production is open to students who have proven to be productive, and responsible students at Skyview.  All students interested in Video Production must be interviewed and accepted into the class.

Intermediate Technology 
This course teaches an (intricate or detailed) understanding of Microsoft PowerPoint and the basics of giving a business presentation, and other technology necessary for the students to excel in an automated business environment. The class will stress the similarities between Windows applications and demonstrate that features and concepts learned in one application will facilitate the student’s ability to learn related features in another application.  Microsoft Office – Word, Excel, PowerPoint, Outlook to an intermediate level.  Basic Presentation skills – each student will have to give a 10 or 15 minute presentation.  Operating System, browsers, Email, to an intermediate level and how to setup for new users.  Prerequisite: Introduction to Technology or Teacher approval
Advanced Technology 
This course teaches a detailed understanding of hardware, software, and operating systems. The student will gain a comprehensive understanding of each hardware component, operating system, and application. Each student will learn enough to install, configure, and complete basic troubleshooting in each area.  How to setup a LAN (broadband modem, router, switch or hub, and networked printer).  How to build a PC from scratch. How to integrate all the components of Microsoft Office (write text in Word, create a spreadsheet and graphs in Excel, import both into a PowerPoint, then Email all the files using Outlook).
Advanced Technology in Business 
Designed as an advanced course, this class teaches an understanding of computers, communications, and other technology in an automated business environment. Students will gain an advanced understanding of each application and will learn how to function at an expert level in each. Students will also learn how to automate a business that is not currently using technology to help make the business more efficient and effective.
Power Point
Introduction to PowerPoint. Includes an overview of PowerPoint, starting a new presentation, drawing and working with objects, clip art, tables, word art, creating charts, working with templates and the slide master, slide shows and output and preparing presentations for the Web. Also includes creating a custom design template, creating presentations with special effects, delivering a presentation, creating presentations for the web and reviewing and broadcasting presentations.
Web Design
Introduction to Web site design using the Hypertext Markup Language (HTML) to author pages containing titles, images, lists, image maps, tables, frames, and Cascading Style Sheets. Includes World Wide Web history and development, web servers and Hypertext Transport Protocol (HTTP), web browsers, HTML standards, document design, HTML lists, designing tables and using frames on a web page, and graphics. Web pages using the Hypertext Markup Language (HTML). Includes creating documents using HTML syntax and basic tags, creating headings, paragraphs and lists, add special characters, lines and graphics, and creating anchors and links using absolute and relative pathnames.
Child Development 
Students who complete this course will acquire a basic understanding of communication, care, and realistic expectations for working with young children. They will learn about the growth and needs of children from infancy through school-age. The course will also focus on resources available and careers associated with working with children.  Prerequisite: Life Essentials/Health & Wellness Teacher approval.

Fashion Design 1 / 2
This is an Arizona Careers and Technology Education (ACTE) course, which prepares students for college-level education and/or entry into the workforce. Students become familiar with the three aspects of the fashion industry: design, production, and merchandising.  Course topics include psychology of clothing selections, fashion terms, fashion history and designers, textile fibers and fabric identification, basic sewing techniques, marketing strategies, wardrobe categories, and fashion art.  Students will be required to create and maintain fashion portfolios, which will be vital to individuals pursuing future fashion careers and/or education.
Prerequisite: Life Essentials/Health & Wellness Teacher approval.
Fashion Design3 / 4
This course is designed to prepare students for entry-level employment or advanced post-secondary training related to the fashion industry. Students will develop employability skills, leadership and teamwork skills, marketing and networking tactics, and abilities to critically evaluate the designs and productions of aspiring designers. Course topics include draping on mannequins, flat-pattern making, and creating personal fashion lines by producing garments from original sketches. The students will plan, coordinate, manage, and implement an end-of-course runway show.
Prerequisite:  satisfactory completion of Fashion Design 1 & 2 (Intro to Fashion Design).
Alternatives to above prerequisite are either (1) student illustrates comprehension of basic fashion theories by satisfactorily passing the Intro to Fashion Design course final exam, or (2) teacher recommendation, based on student’s practical demonstration of sewing equipment use and knowledge of textiles.
Health and Wellness
This course allows students to examine topics and concerns related to the health and wellness of today’s teens.  Students will learn about risks and other factors that contribute to today’s health concerns and issues, while exploring healthy alternatives for making responsible decisions. The class will focus on concepts related to health promotion (including disease prevention, nutrition, and physical activity).  The class also stresses mental and psychological well-being, by promoting positive self-image, interpersonal relationships, sexual abstinence (including consequences of unprotected sex), and drug use prevention.  Students will examine the influence of culture, media, technology and other factors on personal health and well-being. Through the use of interpersonal skills, students will demonstrate the ability to enhance health, while advocating for personal, family, and community health.
Life Essentials
This course will prepare students for life by providing them with the skills they will need to live on their own. Students will concentrate on goal setting, career preparation, personal finance, personal relationships, and personal development.
Marketing
This course provides students with basic business skills by examining aspects of merchandising and entrepreneurship.  The course focuses on marketing strategies including advertising, monitoring and predicting trends, and supply & demand.  Students will explore influences on retailing, such as demographics, media, and technology.  Students will be able to demonstrate practical retail merchandising by developing, maintaining, and managing small-items sales.
FOREIGN LANGUAGE
Spanish 1 A and B
These courses comprise the first year of Spanish. Students will learn Spanish using speaking, listening, reading and writing skills.


Spanish 2 A and B
These courses comprise the second year of Spanish. Speaking, reading, and writing skills are studied at a more advanced level. Most communication is in Spanish. Students will also gain knowledge of Spanish culture, history, and geography. Prerequisite: Spanish 1A and B or Teacher approval.
Conversational Spanish 
Introduction to conversational Spanish. Includes basic oral and written forms, grammatical structures, interpersonal transactions, and cultural perspectives. Also includes reading, writing, speaking, and listening skills with primary emphasis on oral communication.  Prerequisite: Spanish 2A and B or Teacher approval.
Spanish Literature 
Survey of literature written in Spanish. Includes genres of Spanish literature, literary periods of Spain and Latin America, major Spanish literary works, advanced essay composition on Spanish literary works, interpreting Spanish literary works, and oral presentations on Spanish literary works and authors.
Prerequisite: Spanish 2A and B or Teacher approval.
ELECTIVES
Philosophy
This course is designed to give students a basic understanding of the 3 Major branches of philosophy (Metaphysics, Epistemology, and Ethics). In addition students will be required to learn and use both formal and informal logic, and develop and understanding of the framework of language. In this class reading and writing are used extensively. Students will be required to read actual philosophical works and develop their own opinions about them. Discussion and active participation is emphasized.
AIMS Preparation
This two-block course is required for all sophomores. It will help prepare students to take the AIMS test, which must be passed in order to graduate. Students will receive instruction from two to three teachers in the areas of reading, writing, math, and test taking skills. 
Arab-Israeli Relations
Is there a road map to peace in the Middle East? Learn how the history and culture of two major civilizations and world religions have blended and clashed throughout world history. 
Drama 
This course is designed to introduce students to the fundamentals of the stage. Theatre vocabulary, stage directions and the different parts of the theatre, as well as different roles within the theatre will be studied to help the student gain an overall view of the stage environment. Beginning acting techniques will help students learn how to use their bodies to express different voices, movements, and emotions. Students will explore these through improvisation, monologues, short scenes, pantomime, discussion, constructive feedback, and guided oral, written, and experiential activities. 
Freshman Transitions
This is a career explorations course which helps students prepare for future educational and career opportunities and is required for all freshmen.  The course supports Arizona’s Education and Career Action Plans (ECAP) by providing avenue for students to forecast and monitor their high school education paths pursuant to desired post-secondary career aspirations.  The course focuses on building positive character traits pertinent to personal and social development, setting goals, developing workplace skills, and increasing personal qualifications for desired career paths.  The course uses the American Careers Student Guide as foundation and explores the O*NET and AzCIS programs to explore career options.  Students will create and and maintain transitional portfolios, which will become part of their total ECAP portfolios.
Advanced Drama 1
Students will launch a production in this course incorporating acting, technical positions, costumes, props, and set-work. Students will participate in rehearsals, set and costume construction, prop handling, stage managing, and study a director's book. The production will be performed for a public audience. 
Prerequisite: Completion of Intermediate Drama or Teacher approval
Advanced Drama 2
This course is student-driven, with the beginning of the class focusing on scriptwriting. Students will write, direct, stage, and perform their own short plays, incorporating set pieces, props, costumes, and techniques learned in previous courses. Performances will be for a public audience. 
Prerequisite: Completion of Intermediate Drama or Teacher approval
Math Concepts/Math Support
This course provides students with the opportunity to sharpen and review their basic math skills that are essential in the continuation of math education. Topics include a review of operations with whole numbers, fractions, decimals, percents, problem solving, integers, order of operations, basic properties, number theory, and an introduction to variables and solving equations. Students will be required to take this course prior to taking algebra if their test scores warrant it.
Latin Cinema
This course is designed to provide the student cultural awareness through Latin American cinema by viewing and discussing Latino American films from regions such as Cuba, Caribbean, Central and South America, and Mexico. It also includes the development of communicative techniques and critical thinking skills through film. Students will become familiarized with the historical, cultural and socio-political reality of Latin America.
Latin American Cultures
This course is designed to provide insight into the culture of the Latin American countries.  Themes are developed by content-based cultural activities, which provide awareness in the Hispanic culture.  Students become familiarized with the historical, cultural and socio-political reality of Latin America.
Film History
Students will explore the history of film and the impact of film on American culture. The class will explore the history of film decade by decade to understand the impact films have had on society and culture. 
Psychology 
This course is designed to introduce students to the vast and diverse field of psychology. Students will begin by looking at psychology from a historical perspective and will then begin to explore the theories of psychology, behavioral disorders, dreams, and careers in the field.
Reading Comprehension
Students will learn reading strategies in this class to help them decode and comprehend reading selections. Teacher will use interventions to aid students reach appropriate reading grade levels and prepare for AIMS testing.
Reading Lab 
During this course students will work toward improving their reading and writing skills in a small group setting. The class includes a computer software program to enhance student’s reading skills. Students will also receive whole-class direct instruction and individualized instruction with the teacher. 

Speech and Debate
Students in this course will learn persuasive communication skills. They will develop critical thinking while gathering data on relevant issues and presenting their viewpoints in a clear and persuasive manner. 
Vietnam War 
This course will examine the Vietnam War in detail from both a national and a world perspective. Students will look at the history of Vietnam, the causes and effects of the war, and the long-lasting impact of the war on American society. 
Physical Education
This course covers a wide variety of physical activities from weight training, aerobics, team sports and individualized conditioning programs. Multiple training systems are utilized to include free weights, circuit weight training, running, bicycling, and nautilus weight training systems. At times, class is conducted at Udall Park and Parent/Guardian waivers need to be signed to allow off-campus participation. 
World Belief Systems
This course is intended to foster an appreciation for the history, cultural impact, and spiritual foundations of major world belief systems and will promote tolerance through the acquisition of knowledge.
World Geography
This course covers geographic concepts and information organized by conventional regions and nations. Included are human social and natural environments in both historical and contemporary contexts. Also includes political, economic, population, and physical geographic topics.
